	 1929 - 1937 officer in the Red army,  1941 - 1943 at the front.


Tell me about his brothers and sisters. (name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

	Lena Wainshtock (1902 – 1941) –lived in Kiev, married a Ukrainian man, son Vladimir. She was a housewife. Husband (Soshenko-Mazyukevich) arrested in 1937.   From 1937  Lena was a weaver at the Kiev silk factory, died of abortion in 1941.  Her sister was taking care of her son. The boy fell ill with diphtheria and died in evacuation.

Dina Wainshtock (1905 – 1954) –lived in Dnepropetrovsk, married a Russian man Nikolay, no children, director of nursery school at the Petrovskiy plant. Died of asthma.

Tell me about her brothers and sisters. (name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

	Sarah Kudrevitskaya, (nee Haitinа)  1900 – 1980, married Wolf Kudrevitskiy, two daughters, housewife, before the war got a job at the KINAP plant (worker)  . Her husband worked at the consumer goods storehouse, died in 1960s.  Her daughters graduated from Kiev Medical Institute and became doctors. They married military men and moved to Yoshkar-Ola. After her husband died Sarah moved to her daughters in Yoshkar-Ola, where she died.  

Aron Haitin (1902 – 1953) was married. His wife died. They had no children. I have no information about his occupation. During the war he was at the front.  After the war returned to Kiev. Died of infarction. 

Grigory Haitin (1904 – 1958), finished music college and graduated from Kiev conservatory (violin). Married a Russian girl (Tatiana) in 1933. She was an accountant. Son Vladimir. Grigory worked at Kiev Jewish Philharmonic. During the war he was in evacuation with his family. After the war returned to Kiev, moved to Chernivtsy with the Philharmonic. His son (violinist) also worked at the Jewish Philharmonic in Chernivtsi. Tatiana died in early 1960s. Vladimir remarried a Ukrainian girl. They have a son. They live in New York. 

Ilia  Haitin (1906 – 1943) finished grammar school in Kiev, studied at Polytechnic Institute. Before the war was chief of party leader at the Ministry of cattle trade. Wife Rosa, hey had a son – Vladimir. Ilia was at the front during the war and perished near Stalingrad in 1943. His wife and son Vladimir live in Kiev.
